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Zoning Board of Appeals Actions

This is a summary of the official decisions rendered by the Zoning Board of Appeals at its meeting on September 22, 2009.

Federal Realty Investment Trust:  Replacement of free-standing sign, Kevin Hampe, Esq. and John Seeley, Selbert Perkins Design

· Decision:  The Board unanimously voted to grant a waiver from the Dedham Sign Code to replace the existing free-standing sign with a new free-standing sign measuring 23.6 feet in height with a maximum signage area of 244 square feet.

John and Amy Cerulli, 34 Lamoine Street:  Request for variance for a front yard setback of 9.1 feet rather than required 25 feet for addition to house, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.
· Decision:  The Board unanimously voted to grant a variance for a front yard setback of 9.1 feet with the condition that the existing shed be removed from the property.
Carolyn Grenier, 63 Waldo Street:  Request for a variance for a front yard setback of 20 feet rather than the required 25 feet for construction of a front porch to cover the entire front of the house.

· Decision:  The Board unanimously voted to grant a variance for a front yard setback of 20 feet.

Xavier F. Agis, 36 Stoughton Road:  Request for a variance for a side yard setback of 7.4 feet rather than required 10 feet for addition to house; house footprint to remain the same.

· Decision:  The Board unanimously voted to grant a variance for side yard setback of 7.4 feet.

Pylon Sign at Dedham Mall:   Request for Board consensus on moving the Dedham Mall pylon sign on Washington Street due to easement taken by Massachusetts Highway Department, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.
· The Board agreed that a letter should be provided to the Building Commissioner stating that moving the sign is acceptable.  No new hearing is necessary to change the original decision from 2002.
