The Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) of the Town of Dedham, Mass. held a public hearing on March 31, 2009 in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham.  Present were members of the ZBA,   Robert Smith, Clerk and Acting Chairman, James McGrail, Esq., Greg Jacobsen, and Scott Steeves.  The Acting Chairman appointed Associate member Patrick Maguire to sit in place of Chairman John Kearney, Esq.            
              Hearings were duly advertised for this meeting of the ZBA in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.

The Chairman called for the 7:00 PM hearing on the appeal of Bianca Grace (Applicant) to be allowed a special permit for a yoga studio at 65 Cedar Street in a Local Business Zoning District.   Zoning By-Law 3.0 Table 1E.4 Footnote 12, Section 9.3 (MGL Chapter 40A Section 9 and 14 (2).
Applicant represented herself.    
The 4-page minutes from the hearing are the primary source of evidence and are incorporated herein by reference.
Applicant explained that she planned on operating a yoga studio in the Oakdale Square section of Dedham. The operating hours would be from 6:30AM to around 8:30 PM weekdays and half a day on Saturday and Sunday. 
No one at the hearing had any objections to granting the request.
On a motion made and duly seconded the ZBA voted unanimously to grant the special permit requested. The ZBA finds that the special permit will have no adverse material effect on the neighborhood or surrounding properties.  
No special permit shall issue until twenty days have elapsed from the date of filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk. Applicant is further advised that the decision should be filed in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds/Land Court. The Dedham Building Department will not issue a building permit without evidence of such filing.
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
