NOTICE OF DECISION

The Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBOA) of the Town of Dedham, Mass. held a public hearing on January 27, 2009 in the Lower Conference Room at the Town Office Building, located on 26 Bryant Street in Dedham, MA.

Present were members of the ZBOA, John F. Kearney, Esq. Chairman, Robert Smith, and Scott Steeves.  Alternate Members Pat Maguire and JH Rumpp filled in during the absence of Greg Jacobsen and James McGrail.  Public notices of this hearing were duly advertised for this meeting of the ZOBA in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.

The Chairman called for the 7:00 PM hearing on the appeal of CVS Caremark Corporation, 14 Breakneck Hill Road, Suite 101, Lincoln, Rhode Island 02865 (applicant) be granted sign code waivers for freestanding pylon signs (both height and setback), the setbacks for both the Providence Highway and Elm Street monument signs, and setbacks for the various directional signage located at 945 Providence Highway, Dedham, MA.  The property is located in the Highway Business (HB) zoning district (Zoning By Law 8.3.4 and 9.4.5  MGL Chapter 40A Section 9,  and 14 (2) ).

Applicant was represented by Stephen P. Rahavy, Esq., of the Law Offices of Stephen P. Rahavy, 18 Norfolk Street in Dedham, MA.  
The       page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference.
The Applicant proposes to attach six (6) antennas to the building façade at 75’ above ground level, and install related radio equipment cabinets on a steel frame mounted to the rooftop.  The antennas will not extend above the roof height, and will be painted to match the building façade.  Cabling will connect the antennas to the ancillary equipment cabinets and such cabling will be concealed within a cable tray, which will also be painted to match the building façade. The approved facility is more fully shown on the plans, dated July 28, 2008, submitted by the Applicant.  

By installing the wireless communication link on existing building, it obviates the need to build a new tower elsewhere in Town.  Moreover, the proposed facility meets the standards set forth in the Bylaw as follows:

· The proposed facility is unmanned and will not increase traffic congestion. Once constructed the site will be visited approximately once or twice a month for routine maintenance.

· The proposed facility is a passive use, which will not produce any objectionable noise, odors, smoke, pollution, heat, light, glare, sewage, waste or rubbish.  It will comply with all applicable federal and state regulations so it will not have an adverse impact on the health, safety or general welfare of the community. 

· The proposed facility will not increase demand on municipal services. 

The Planning Board approved the site plan application, and the Design Review Board also approved the design and recommended approval. 

No one at the hearing had any objections.
On a motion made and duly seconded the ZBA unanimously voted to grant the special permit. Pursuant to Section 8.3.4 of the by law and in accordance with the application made and the plans submitted. 
The ZBA requires that the proposed wireless facility be constructed consistent with the plans submitted with the  application

Applicant is advised that no special permit will become effective until twenty days have expired from the date of filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk. Applicant is further advised that the Dedham Building Department will not issue a 

building permit unless Applicant has evidence of filing of this decision in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds or Land Court.
