The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on, Wednesday, May 19, 2010, at 7:00 p.m., in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearings were members of the ZBA, James F. McGrail, Esq., Chairman, J. Gregory Jacobsen, Scott M. Steeves, and E. Patrick Maguire.  In the absence of a Member, the Chairman appointed Associate Member Jessica L. Porter to sit in his place. The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.
At 8:24 p.m. on Wednesday, May 19, 2010, the Chairman called for the hearing on the appeal of Robert St. Germain (Applicant) to be allowed a Special Permit for installation of an eight-foot fence rather than the required six foot, six inch fence. The property is located at 29 Heritage Hill in a Single Residence B (SRB) Zoning District. Zoning By-Law Section 10.0 (MGL Chapter 40A Section 10).
The five-page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference. 
The Applicant presented a certified plot plan drawn by Michael P. Antonino, Registered Land Surveyor, of 31 Ledgebrook Avenue, Stoughton, Massachusetts.
The Applicant wishes to install an eight foot high fence in an L-shape on his property.  He has a four-foot above-ground pool and is concerned about neighborhood children being enticed to investigate the pool.  He is also concerned about privacy, but safety of the children is a paramount concern to him.  The fence would not be connected to a neighbor’s fence but be in an L-shape to shield the pool from view from the street.  

Upon motion being duly made and seconded, the ZBA voted unanimously to grant the Special Permit requested.  The Zoning Board of Appeals was of the opinion that the Applicant meets the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 10, specifically that he would incur a hardship if the Special Permit was not granted.  There is no detriment to the public good or derogation in the intent of purpose of the bylaw.
The applicant is advised that no building permit, variance, or Special Permit will become effective until twenty (20) days have elapsed from the filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk.  The Applicant is also advised to file this decision in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds.  The Dedham Building Department will not issue a building permit without evidence of this decision on file at the Norfolk Registry of Deeds.
