
DECISION

The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on, Wednesday, April 21, 2010 at 720 p.m., in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham, MA in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearing were members of the ZBA, James F. McGrail, Esq., Chairman, J. Gregory Jacobsen, E. Patrick Maguire, and JH Rumpp.  The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.

At 7:20 p.m. on April 21, 2010, the Chairman called for the hearing on the appeal of Stephen and Karen Smith (Applicant) to be allowed a side yard setback of 7.6 feet instead of the required fifteen (15) feet to construct an addition to his home.  The property is located at 106 Monroe Street in a Single Residence B Zoning District. Zoning By-Law 4.0 of the Dimensional Regulations (MGL Chapter 40A Section 10).

Stephen and Karen Smith represented themselves.  Also present on their behalf was Robert Smith acting as their engineer/architect. 

The one page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference. 
The Applicant presented a certified plot plan dated December 2, 2008, drawn by Michael P. Antonino, Registered Land Surveyor.
The Applicant wishes to expand their house with a proposed addition.  The plot plan depicts a single family structure on about 5,830 square feet of land.  The addition will consist of upgrading a small outdated kitchen on the first floor.  The proposed addition requires a dimensional variance of a side line set-back of 7.6 feet instead of the 15 feet required. 

No one at the hearing objected to Applicant’s plans.

On a motion made and duly seconded, the Zoning Board of Appeals voted unanimously to grant the dimensional variance requested. The ZBA finds that the Applicant has carried the burden of proof required under MGL Chapter 40A, Section 10, specifically that Applicant would experience a hardship if not allowed to construct an expanded storage area and bathroom.  In addition, there appears to be no detriment to the public good or derogation in the intent and purpose of the zoning by law by granting the relief.

No dimensional variance/building permit shall issue until twenty (20) days have elapsed from the date of filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk. Applicant is further advised that the decision should be filed in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds/Land Court. The Dedham Building Department will not issue a building permit without evidence of such filing.
