The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on Tuesday, March 16, 2010, at 7:50 p.m., in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham, MA in the Town Office Building, Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearing were members of the ZBA, James F. McGrail, Esq., Chairman, J. Gregory Jacobsen, Scott M. Steeves, and E. Patrick Maguire.  In the absence of a member, the Chairman appointed associate member Jessica L. Porter to sit on this hearing. The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.

At 7:54 p.m. on March 16, 2010, the Chairman called for the hearing on the appeal of Stone Depot Marble & Granite, Inc. (Applicant), Hai Nguyen, owner, of 30 Stergis Way, Unit 1, Dedham, MA to be allowed a special permit to convert 3,200 square feet of commercial storage and warehouse to limited manufacturing.  The property is in a Research, Development, and Office (RDO) Zoning District.  Zoning By-Law Sections 3.1.3H (2) and 9.3.2.
Due to a tape recorder malfunction, no minutes were recorded. The written transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference. 
Stone Depot Marble & Granite, Inc. was represented by Kevin F. Hampe, Esq. of 411 Washington Street, Dedham, MA.  He presented a statement outlining the history of the business, and the need for the special permit due to current economic conditions affecting the business.  The Applicant would like to move the manufacturing end of his business from Norwood to the Dedham site, which currently contains a showroom and warehouse storage.  Inability to do so would negatively impact the business.  Traffic would not be affected by this change.
No one spoke in opposition to the relief sought by the Petitioner.  Upon motion being duly made and seconded, the ZBA voted to grant the special permit.  The Board of Appeals finds that in granting the Petitioner relief that the relief may be granted without substantial detriment to the public good without nullifying or substantially derogating from the intent of purpose of the Zoning By-Law.
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
