The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on Wednesday, January 19, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office Building, 26 Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearings were members of the ZBA, James F. McGrail, Esq., J. Gregory Jacobsen, Scott M. Steeves, E. Patrick Maguire and Jason L. Mammone, P.E.  The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.
At 7:40 p.m. on Wednesday, January 19, 2011, the Chairman called for the hearing on the petition of Cameran Kundert for a Special Permit to perform cosmetic microrepigmentation at The Total Image, 485 High  Street, Dedham, MA.  Town of Dedham Zoning By-Law 3.0, Principal Use Regulations (MGL Chapter 40A Section 10).
The one-and-a-half-page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference. 

The Applicant presented a packet with a narrative and photographs of the process of cosmetic microrepigmentation.  She stated that her business would be geared to people from 30 to 80+ years of age who had physical issues with hair loss, pigment loss, surgical deficits (i.e., breast reconstruction due to breast cancer), and scarring.  She would perform cosmetic microrepigmentation to restore pigment where it has been lost, to simulate hair in conditions such as alopecia, and to camouflage scarring. She would also be applying permanent pigmentation for eyebrows, eye liners, and lips. The Town of Dedham zoning by-law currently does not have any regulations with regard to tattooing, and thus she presents for Zoning Board of Appeals ruling.  She stated that she does not need a State license to perform this work, but there are Health Department regulations that must be followed.  She stated clearly that she will not be performing decorative tattooing, but merely trying to restore people’s hair, etc., to appear like their original condition.  She offered as a condition of her permit that no decorative tattooing or body art be performed. She will also not be removing existing tattoos. 
Mr. Henri Gough, owner of The Total Image, appeared before the Board to lend his support to the Applicant.  She will be subletting a room at his business. The Applicant also presented a letter of support from the landlord, Paul McMurtry.  No one else appeared before the Board to either support or object to the petition.
Upon motion being duly made by E. Patrick Maguire and seconded by J. Gregory Jacobsen, the ZBA voted unanimously (5-0) to grant the requested Special Permit with the condition that no decorative tattooing or body art be performed. The Zoning Board of Appeals was of the opinion that the Applicant meets the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 10, specifically that she would incur a hardship if the Special Permit was not granted.  There is no detriment to the public good or derogation in the intent of purpose of the bylaw.  

The applicant is advised that no building permit or variance will become effective until twenty (20) days have elapsed from the filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk.  The Applicant is also advised to file this decision in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds.  The Dedham Building Department will not issue a building permit without evidence of this decision on file at the Norfolk Registry of Deeds.  
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
