The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on Thursday, June 23, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office Building, 26 Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearings were members of the ZBA, James F. McGrail, Esq., J. Gregory Jacobsen, Scott M. Steeves, E. Patrick Maguire and Jason L. Mammone, P.E.  The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.
At 9:17 p.m. on Thursday, June 23, 2011, the Chairman called for the hearing on the petition of Nelli Weinstein, 2 Deep Dene Way, Dedham, MA for a Special Permit to install a four-foot wooden fence on top of an existing four-foot stone wall. Town of  Dedham Zoning By-Law Section 10.0
The one-and-a-half page page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference. 

The Applicant presented the following information to the Board:
· Zoning Board of Appeals application, request for abutters list, and authorization form for publication in The Dedham Times
· Photographs of the existing abutter fences on High Street

· A GIS map indicating where the fence would be located

· Photographs of existing conditions at her home

· Certified plot plan for 2 Deep Dene Way from Terrence M. Ryan, RLS, Applewood Survey LLC, 21 Green Street, Holliston, MA

· Photograph of the existing stone wall where the fence would be added

Ms. Weinstein explained that she lives on the Corner of High Street, which is a main thoroughfare between Dedham and Westwood on Route 109.  The volume of traffic is excessive, and she wishes to install a four-foot wooden fence on top of an existing four-foot stone wall to help mitigate the sound. She stated that her abutting neighbors also have tall fences to block the noise.

Vincent and Margaret Ciriello of 1123 High Street, Dedham, MA, her direct abutters, appeared before the Board in support of Ms. Weinstein’s petition.  No one appeared in opposition.
Upon motion duly made by J. Gregory Jacobsen and seconded by E. Patrick Maguire, the ZBA voted unanimously (5-0) to grant the requested special permit. In granting said special permit, the ZBA, based upon the testimony before the ZBA and after consideration of the various factors set forth in the Dedham Zoning By-Law, finds that the proposal satisfies the criteria and standards for a special permit, to wit: that the adverse effects of the proposed use will not outweigh its beneficial impacts to the town or neighborhood.

Applicant is advised that, in accordance with MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11, a copy of this decision bearing the certification of the Dedham Town Clerk that twenty (20) days have elapsed after the decision has been filed with the Dedham Town Clerk and no appeal has been filed or that has been filed within such time shall be recorded in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds or the Land Registration Office of Norfolk County.  In addition, the Applicant should furnish the Zoning Board of Appeals with a receipt from the Registry of Deeds indicating that the decision has been filed.
