The Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) of the Town of Dedham, Massachusetts held a public hearing on Wednesday, January 19, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office Building, 26 Bryant Street, Dedham, MA.  Present at the hearings were members of the ZBA, Acting Chairman J. Gregory Jacobsen, Scott M. Steeves, E. Patrick Maguire and Jason L. Mammone, P.E.  In the absence of Chairman James F. McGrail, the Acting Chairman appointed alternate Jessica L. Porter to sit on this hearing. The hearings and meetings of the ZBA were duly advertised in accordance with the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 11.
At 7:03 p.m. on Wednesday, January 19, 2011, the Acting Chairman called for the hearing on the petition of Sheila Bennett, 12 Bayard Street, Dedham, MA for a Special Permit to house an unregistered car on her property for her nephew to repair for future use. Town of Dedham Zoning By-Law 4.0, Section 3.1 Accessory Use Table, Residential #2 (MGL Chapter 40A Section 10).
The one-and-a-half-page transcript from the hearing is the primary source of evidence and is incorporated herein by reference.  
The Applicant presented a statement explaining her petition.  She wishes to house an unregistered 1998 Pontiac Grand Prix on her property for four to six months while her nephew, of whom she is the legal guardian, makes the necessary repairs to make it drivable.  Her goal is to teach him the value of saving money and making repairs himself, as well as to improve his self-esteem since the death of his mother. The Applicant also presented a letter signed by five direct abutters in support of her petition.  Lt. Ed Berry of the Town of Dedham Fire Department supplied the Board and the Applicant with regulations concerning 527 CMR 10.12 (4):  Storage of Unregistered Abandoned Vehicles.
Upon motion being duly made by E. Patrick Maguire and seconded by Scott M. Steeves, the ZBA voted to grant the requested Special Permit with the condition that it be for a time period of no more than six months. The Zoning Board of Appeals was of the opinion that the Applicant meets the requirements of MGL Chapter 40A, Section 10, specifically that she would incur a hardship if 
the Special Permit was not granted.  There is no detriment to the public good or derogation in the intent of purpose of the bylaw.  
The applicant is advised that no building permit or variance will become effective until twenty (20) days have elapsed from the filing of this decision with the Dedham Town Clerk.  The Applicant is also advised to file this decision in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds.  The Dedham Building Department will not issue a building permit without evidence of this decision on file at the Norfolk Registry of Deeds.  
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
