This is a summary of the official decisions rendered by the Planning Board at its meeting on January 13, 2010.
	HSL/NewBridge on the Charles:  Insubstantial modification of special permit re:  $750,000 mitigation payment to be made in two installments, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.  Applicant requests an insubstantial change of Condition 46 of the Special Permit for splitting of mitigation payment of $750,000 into two installments. First payment of $375,000 would be made by 3/9/10 and second payment of $375,000 by 9/11/10.  A minimum pilot/ tax payment of $650,000 will be paid in FY 2010 and yearly thereafter.  The mitigation money will not go into the operating account and thus will not hinder the Town’s spending of that money.
· DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve the modification of the special permit as an insubstantial change to Condition 46 for change of mitigation payments.  The first payment of $375,000 will be made on or before March 9, 2010, and the second payment of $375,000 will be made on or before September 11, 2010. 

	

	FemPartners:  Parking plan modification at 5-45 Stergis Way, Peter A. Zahka II. Esq., Nick Facendola, Project Manager Arthur W. McClure, VP Operations/FemPartners, Ted McMillan, Project Manager, Curtis Bryant, Manager/Stergis Business Park, Denise Kemp, MS, CMPE, National Director/FemPartners, Peter Martin, Project Architect.  Application was submitted by SIP Trust, property owner.  They seek modification of parking plan to increase spaces over previously approved plan. They have provided van accessibility and added sufficient spaces. They wish to increase the interior landscaping to 26%. They have made changes per Conservation Commission’s wishes. They will share the parking lot with Traveler’s Claim Services as well.
· The Board unanimously approved subject to giving the plan to a qualified consultant for opinion. If the plan is approved, waiver of one parking space will be required.

	

	Legacy Place:  Insubstantial change – use for open display of goods/products, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq. and Robert Frazier, VP Development/Legacy Place, Richard K. Askin, Project Manager.  Applicant requests adoption of Sidewalk Amenity Plan for insubstantial change to Legacy Place special permit.  They request outdoor seating, outdoor display of goods, portable retailing merchandising units (RMUs measuring 4 x 6 x 9 feet), and sidewalk advertising units (SAUs measuring 6.5 x 7 feet).  
· DECISION:  The Board requested the applicant return with pictures of the RMUs and SAUs, and specific number and locations for them.  They also requested that the applicant give the exact locations for the changes, and to give the Board full listing of restaurants, noting that use cannot be for over 3,100 seats.
Robinwood Road:  Roadway Conditions, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq. and Robert Frazier, VP Development, Legacy Place.  Traffic issues including roadway conditions were briefly discussed.  Ponding near the sound wall has been fixed. Legacy Place is unaware of any issues.  The case will be discussed at the next Planning Board meeting in February.  Neighbors will be asked to attend.


	

	418 Whiting Avenue (PRKG-11-09-1151, LM District):  Parking Plan, Richard Howdy, Applicant, Paul Lindholm, P.E.  Applicant requests approval of parking plan for commercial storage business.  Design Review Advisory Board has recommended acceptance. Landscape changes were submitted. Conservation Commission has issued stormwater permit.
· The Board unanimously approved parking plan as presented.

	

	Old/New Business:
· Budget:  Mr. Ryan presented the Board with the budget for FY 2011.  They will be meeting with Mr. Keegan on 1/25/10 to discuss it. 
· Review of Legacy Place Deed of Lot 77 to Town of Dedham:  Discussion was held regarding possible deed of Lot 77 to the Town. The Board of Selectmen has the matter under discussion and is not sure if they will take fee interest or an easement.  Town Counsel will be contacted for their opinion after Mr. Keegan approves request.
· Cingular Wireless letter re:  Grounding wire:  This item was tabled until the next meeting.
· Discussion of flood plain map adoption:  FEMA is updating the digital flood insurance rate maps. The Town has six months to enact flood plain ordinances that incorporate any changes and reference made by FEMA. The Board should put a placeholder for the anticipated changes. Mr. Ryan suggested that Don Yonika, Ken Cimeno, and he meet to coordinate this before the Town Meeting in May. The only modification necessary is for the Town to strike the old reference in the zoning by-laws and put in the new.
· Correspondence:   There was no discussion regarding any correspondence.
· Release of Covenant, Alba Lane, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.  (Mr. Bethoney recused himself due to professional relationship with applicant). Applicant has asked for release of covenant for Lots 1 and 3.  Lot 2 will remain under the covenant until the street is paved and granite curbing is installed.  Applicant is hiring private engineer to review and report to DPW, who will certify completion of project.  Once certified, Lots 1 and 3 will be released from the covenant.
DECISION:   The Board (except for Mr. Bethoney) unanimously approved release of the covenant for Lots 1 and 3 conditional on certification by the DPW that the roadway has been installed correctly and utilities are verified to be properly installed. 
Review of Minutes:  Minutes from 4/8/09, 4/22/09, 5/6/09, 6/3/09, 7/9/09, and 8/20/09 were approved.  Changes will be incorporated into the appropriate minutes and Mr. Aldous will review for accuracy.
