Continuation of 11/18/09 and 12/10/09 meetings regarding installation of wireless antennae.  Applicant returned with specifics regarding grounding wire on smokestack. They will use 2/0 AWG (also known as .2 or .02) per Mr. Aldous’ request. 

DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve the site plan for installation of wireless antennae on the smokestack at 8 Industrial Way.  The Applicant will submit a Certificate of Action for signature. 


	10 Nickerson Road – Approval Not Required.  Richard and Mary Scott.  Applicant requests approval of Form A Required for property located at 10 Nickerson Road. They wish to subdivide the lot, zoned SRA, into two lots. 
DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve the Form A.


	Green Communities Act Discussion, Virginia LeClair, Sustainability Committee, Caitriona Cooke, Program Manager at Conservations Services Group, Kim Lundgren, Municipal Programs Director, Blue Wave Strategies.  Presentation of Green Communities Act regarding how Dedham can become a green community, including through a warrant article at Town Meeting.  Explanation of change in building code due to energy ratings.


	Presentation of MAPA Award.  Judy Barrett, Community Opportunities Group, W. Shaw McDermott, Arthur Noonan, guests.  COG was given MAPA award for its work on Dedham’s Master Plan.  


	Appleton Lane – Discussion of Surety.  The Appleton Lane covenant was reviewed by Town Counsel and found to be acceptable.  
DECISION:    The Board voted unanimously to approve the covenant as presented.


	Legacy Place – Review of Conditions.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq, Robert Frazier of Legacy Place, Steve Findlen of McMahon and Associates.  Discussion of fulfillment of conditions.  Mr. Findlen stated that nearly all conditions are satisfied.  Traffic issues will continue to be studied. Board would like to see job fairs and internship.  Discussion held regarding impact on Dedham Square, particularly Community Theater.
Legacy Place – Continuation of 1/10/10 Hearing re: Insubstantial change – use for open display of goods/products.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Richard Askin of Legacy Place.  Questions raised regarding safety of kiosks and outdoor display of goods, and impact on parking and traffic. Outdoor seating is within guidelines.  Additional directional signs are acceptable. 
DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve additional directional signs. Board voted unanimously to deny kiosks and outdoor display of goods.  Applicant was advised to seek public hearing regarding latter two issues if desired.
Legacy Place – Insubstantial Modification – walk-in cooler, located at dock 6C.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Robert Frazier of Legacy Place.  
DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve the addition of a walk-in cooler.


	Fem Partners – Continuation of 1/10/10 Hearing re: Parking Plan.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Peter Martin, Architect, Ted McMillan and John Colantuoni of FemPartners, Curtis Bryant of Stergis Way, Nick Facendola, Project Manager, Steve Findlen of McMahon and Associates.  Applicant has satisfied Board’s request for dumpster. Mr. Findlen presented McMahon consulting report and indicated that applicant has satisfied their recommendations.
DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve parking plan.


	80 McDonald Street, Request for waiver of parking plan.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.  Applicant presented case for waiver of parking plan for property and request for trailer for “The Ride.”
DECISION:  Board voted unanimously to approve waiver of parking plan
