This is a summary of the official decisions rendered by the Planning Board at its meeting on Wednesday, April 29, 2010. Present were John R. Bethoney, Chairman, Michael A. Podolski, Esq., Vice Chairman, Robert D. Aldous, Clerk, Ralph I. Steeves, and James E. O’Brien IV.
	Public Meeting With Residents of Hale Drive.  Board requested that residents of Hale Drive appear to discuss issues related to roadway construction, current conditions, and completion. Elizabeth Lane, Esq., Town Counsel explained the Town’s inability to pay for improvements or completion due to State Law (which precludes a town from spending public money on a private way). She also explained the Town’s as-yet unsuccessful attempt to recover the bond through the bond company. Town has allotted $7,500 to obtain as-builts of the site, which the residents can use in any attempt to take legal action against the developer, Charles Hasenfus. Residents also inquired as to how to make road a public way, and the procedure was explained by Mr. Podolski. In the meantime, residents can consider legal action and/or completing the road themselves.


	A Tent for Rent, 125 Quabish Road (PRKG-02-10-1180, RDO District), Scoping Session for Parking Plan.  Kevin F. Hampe, Esq., Steve Capone, Timothy Williams.  Applicant wishes to modify parking plan, which was approved under Legacy Place Special Permit. He wishes to house six semi-trailers on the property for outdoor storage and proposes a reduction to 36 spaces with two handicapped spaces.  There will be outside snow storage to plan. Landscaping waivers were requested.  Board can work with reduction in parking but requests more greenery. Applicant will work on plan and return at a later date with official application.


	Clear Wireless LLC, 20 Eastbrook Road (SITE-04-10-1212, HB District).  James Hoyt, Esq. Applicant requests Special Permit for installation of wireless communications on the roof of 20 Eastbrook Road, to be disguised as faux flues. Equipment will be housed in existing garage. Grounding will be with a 2/0 AWG wire per Planning Board regulations.
DECISION:  The Board voted unanimously to approve the Special Permit for installation of wireless equipment as proposed. A Certificate of Action will be written and submitted to the Board for signature.


	Public Meeting With Residents of Azalea Circle.  Board requested that residents of Azalea Circle appear to discuss issues related to the detention basin.  Elizabeth Lane, Esq., Town Counsel, explained the Town’s inability to pay for improvements due to State Law (which precludes a town from spending public money on a private way). The only way the Town could act would be to take the property for taxes and repair the detention basin using betterment on the residents’ property; the Town, however, does not want to take the property due to the complicated procedure. She further cautioned the residents against working on the landscaping around the basin, as this is considered trespassing onto land owned by the contractor, James Brolly. Residents inquired as to how to make road a public way, and the procedure was explained by Mr. Podolski. In the meantime, residents can consider legal action against Mr. Brolly.  They were advised to do this as a homeowner’s association rather than individually.  


	Dedham Real Estate Development LLC, 780 Providence Highway (SITE-02-10-1189, HB District) and Dedham Real Estate Development LLC, 826 Providence Highway (PRKG-02-10-1190, HB District). Donald Myers, Norwood Engineering. Applicant presents for site plan review of the Vitamin Store and addition to that building, as well as for modification of approved parking plan. Applicant has order of conditions from Conservation Commission. They propose to add a 3,900 square foot building and keep the existing drive-through. Board requires an outside consultant for review and has chosen McMahon & Associates to complete this.  They will submit proposal to the Planning Board.

	

	Presidential Park I Definitive Subdivision, East Street (DSUB-03-10-1195, SRB District).  Frank Gobbi, Applicant, John F. Glossa, Engineer.  Applicant presents for scoping session for modification of previously approved subdivision. They seek approval to subdivide lot 29 and donate part of it to Conservation Commission as it is not developable due to wetlands. They also want the Board to review all the different improvements, i.e., sewer, water, drainage from the house lots, and asked how the Board wants them to implement this. The present house will be moved forward to line up with houses on either side.  They were advised to seek an ANR for Lot 29, and to consult with the Town Planner regarding underground lights, gas service, etc.

	

	Toys ‘R’ Us/Babies ‘R’ Us, 300 Providence Highway (PRKG-02-10-1188, LB district).  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Thomas Wilder, Principal of Wilder Company, Ashley Curtin, Regional Property Manager, Kelli Burke, VP Development Services, Ryan Noakes, Project Manager, Larry Roache, District manager.  Applicant returns for continuation of April 6, 2010 hearing.  Mr. Zahka explained the requests for changes to handicapped parking, cart corrals, and signage. There will be no other changes on the site. Ms. Burke presented update of parking analysis for entire Dedham Mall. Mr. Wilder introduced himself to the Board and explained Wilder Company’s contribution to the Town.
DECISION:  The Board voted unanimously to approve parking plan revisions as insubstantial modifications.  

	

	Old/New Business:

· Master Plan Implementation Discussion re:  Composition of members.  Mr. Bethoney addressed a memo written to him by Board of Selectmen Chair Sarah MacDonald regarding creation of a Master Plan Implementation Committee.  Mr. Podolski made a motion that the Board agree with her recommendations for personnel appointment and Mr. O’Brien seconded it. The vote of the Board was unanimous. A letter will be written to Ms. MacDonald informing her of the Board’s decision.
