	SMA Fathers, Common Street – Site Plan Modification, William Keegan, Kara McSweeney.  Plans changed to moving road and leaving light pole in place, thus saving Town money.
Decision:   Board approved changes.


	Dedham Community House, 225 Ames Street – Parking Plan continuation, Michelle Persson-Reilly, Executive Director, Dana Clow, Engineer, Michael Samra, Architect.   Modifications were submitted including plans to remove vegetation for better site distance. Discussion regarding new pool building and need to see Design Review Advisory Board.  Parking will be 37 cars with two handicapped.
Decision:   Board gave conditional approval of parking plan with conditions including provision of NAD and NAVD data, site distance improvement, landscaping, and reduction in parking spaces. Final plans and Certificate of Action are required.


	Rashi School, Hebrew Senior Life – Field use agreement and trail agreement, Peter Zahka, Esq.   Requested name change in Condition 55 from Hospital to Senior Supportive Housing. Extension from 9/8/09 to 11/15/09 requested and approved.  Trails to be improved. Condition 56 amended to reflect field agreements between Rashi School and individual youth groups, not Town of Dedham as a whole.  Peter Zahka, Esq. to provide paperwork regarding condition changes.

Decision:  Board approved change in Condition 55 to change name from Hospital to Senior Supportive Housing. Board approved change in Condition 56 for extension from 9/8/09 to 11/15/09.


	Mt. Wilson, Westfield Street – Continuation of subdivision hearing, Peter Zahka, Esq., Kelly Clerkin, Applicant, Scott Cameron, Engineer.  Grade of road finalized at 4% for 50 feet at end, 8% for 70 feet to Station 200, and 9% for 150 feet, then tapering to 5% grade.  Road to be heated for 50 feet. Need waiver for 150 foot section. Road width to be 18 feet.  Retention basin will be on one lot. Homeowner’s association for maintenance of road, sidewalk, retention basin, and landscaping. 
Decision:  Board approved waivers for residential lane, grade as described, sloped granite curbing, drainage per Conservation Commission Stormwater management permit, increased cut and fill, homeowner’s association, cul-de-sac and  landscaping. Peter Zahka, Esq. to provide Certificate of Action.


	Appleton Lane Extension – Continuation of subdivision hearing, Anthony Delapa, applicant, Robert Truax, project engineer Drain system will be changed to conventional system per Conservation Commission.  Waivers requested for Cape Cod berm.  Electrical service will be run underground from last pole into cul-de-sac.  Applicant will remove trees abutting Ralli property and split cost of white vinyl fence.  Landscaping will be installed between cul-de-sac and skating rink to prevent rink traffic.  
Decision:  Board approved waivers as requested.  Mr. Truax will ask Peter Zahka, Esq. to write Certificate of Action.


	Metro PCS – 8 Industrial Way Site Plan Review – Communication antennae on existing smokestack, Michael J. Walsh, J. Lee Consulting and Sameer Parakkavetty, RF  Engineer.  Applicant requested placement of six communication antennae on existing smokestack.  They have Zoning Board of Appeals and Design Review Advisory Board approval. Equipment to be painted to match and fenced in with bollards for protection.  Grounding wire will be .2.  
Decision:  Board gave conditional approval of site plan as described.  Applicant must submit letter regarding grounding wire and structural report.  Certificate of Action will be submitted.


	Verizon Wireless – Site Plan Review – Communication Antennae at 200 West Street, 8 Industrial Way, 55 Ariadne Road, and 5 Incinerator Road, Earl Duval, Esq.  Applicant requested site plan approval of above locations for removal of existing antennae and replacement with new equipment, updating from 3G to 4G.  Size, weight, and dimensions will remain the same.  Grounding will be .2 wire.  No aviation lights will be installed, as they are only tenants.  
Decision:  Board approved modification for all four sites.  They requested grounding information and .2 wire grounding information for record.  Landlords have responsibility to install aviation lights.  A Certificate of Action will be submitted for all four sites.

	Boch Ice Center - Susan Hamilton, 1115 East Street:  Discussion regarding minor modification regarding fence on property line, Paul Cokinos, owner, Paul Cokinos submitted letter asking for minor modification of site plan.  He will tie into Susan Hamilton’s present stockade fence, thus modifying plan’s original statement of two fences.  
Decision:  Board approved the site plan modification.


	Invitation to King’s for Hard Hat Tour - Board has been invited to hard hat tour of King’s at Legacy Place.  If Board goes as a group, the tour will need to be posted.


	Dedham Plaza - Concern regarding column near Laundromat that appears to be missing.  
Decision:  Building department will investigate safety conditions.


	Planner’s Update
· Mr. Ryan reviewed discussions with Kenneth Cimeno, Building Commissioner, regarding institution of site disturbance permits for commercial property to address soil removal, excavation, additions, vegetative cover removal and disturbance, site work such as paving, curbing, drainage, and installation of utilities or fixtures including lighting and trash containers.  This could be as part of zoning by-law issues.
· They also discussed tattoo parlor use, and the fact that it would be advisable to consider it in terms of specific use in By-Law.
· Open Space Committee received estimate from Taintor as consultant and will discuss it at their meeting.  If they are comfortable with it, they will seek authorization from Planning Board to hire them.  
· The parking lot owned by Paul Cocci at Four Corners does not comply with plan.  He will meet with Conservation Commission and not return until he has their approval.
· John Ludvigsen was seen in court again for nonperformance. Magistrate is contemplating seeking action on his tickets, but questioned Town’s inability to resolve situation.  He is currently displaying and selling cars, and is operating without a license.
