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PLANNING BOARD ACTIONS

Wednesday, October 7, 2009 

This is a summary of the official decisions rendered by the Planning Board at its meeting on October 7, 2009.

	Presentation of Legacy Place Mitigation Fund Check, Mark Hebert, Robert Fraser, Nancy Baker, Carmen DelloIacono, Sarah MacDonald, Stuart Rappaport, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.  The Planning Board was presented with a check in the amount of $750,000 from Legacy Place as part of the benefits package that they were obligated to provide to the Town.  

	

	Economic Discussion and Update, Karen O’Connell, Esq., Economic Development Director, and Amy Carlson of Dedham Square Circle.  Ms. O’Connell briefly updated the Planning Board with regard to ongoing projects, particularly with regard to Dedham Square and its viability. 

	

	Schoolmaster Lane – Scoping Session, Dennis Toth and Donald Shute.  
· ACTION:  Scoping session was tabled by unanimous vote as applicants are not ready to be heard.


	Rashi School – Agreement for use of playing fields by youth organizations in Dedham, Peter Z. Zahka II, Esq. Town Counsel Elizabeth Lane is still working on the agreement.  
· ACTION:  By unanimous vote, the Board voted to table this item until the next meeting.

	

	Legacy Place/ National Amusements – Enterprise Drive - Form A, Lots 162-1 (Legacy Place LLC) and 162-3 (National Amusements), Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Mark Hebert. 
· ACTION:  The Board unanimously voted to table this item as they need to review it further.

	

	88 Ames Street - Form A – subdivide into Lot 225 (12,306 square feet) and Lot 226 (7,552 square feet), Anthony J. Ross, Esq. The applicant has requested approval of a Form A for property located at 88 Ames Street.  They wish to subdivide the lot, zoned GR, into two lots.  
· DECISION:  The Board voted unanimously to approve the Form A.

	

	CVS request for escrow money for utility pole relocation, Stephen P. Rahavy, Esq. Mr. Rahavy has requested that the Planning Board allow him to withdraw $28,000 from the CVS escrow money to pay for roadwork. 

· DECISION:  The Board voted unanimously to allow Mr. Rahavy to withdraw $28,000 from the escrow account to pay for the roadwork.

	

	Discussion regarding Draft Demolition Delay By-Law:  The Board briefly reviewed the draft written by Stanton Lyman that would require a delay of twelve months in demolition of potentially historical buildings. 

	

	Discussion regarding new FEMA flood maps.  Don Yonika, Conservation Commission, again discussed the upcoming changes to flood maps per FEMA.  The Board asked to review these maps, which are currently located in the Building Department.

	

	Old/New Business:
· Review of minutes:  Review of minutes was tabled until the next meeting on October 14, 2009.


	· Budget Adjustments:  Mr. Ryan presented the Board with requested budget adjustments to be proposed at the Special Town Meeting in November.  The Board reviewed these and suggested that he request an additional $1000 to be used for plan filing equipment.
· Update on Office Filing System:  Mr. Ryan briefly reviewed the progress and plans for the office filing system.
· Stop Work Order, 1105 East Street.   Mr. Ryan informed the Board that there has been a stop work order placed on the Ice Rink at 1105 East Street due to lack of building permits.
· Proposal for Raising Hotel and Meal Taxes.  The Board briefly discussed this proposal.  Mr. Podolski was appointed to sit on a committee regarding this.
· Legacy Place request for an insubstantial change regarding the Elm Street entrance.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Mark Hebert.  Mr. Zahka requested an insubstantial change to move a granite curbstone to improve the flow of traffic into Legacy Place and prevent people from going into the parking garage unnecessarily.  The Board unanimously voted to approve the insubstantial change.
· Red arrow at Route 1.  Peter A. Zahka II, Esq., Mark Hebert.  Discussion was held regarding misinterpretation of the red arrow onto Route 1.  The Board suggested that signage solve the issue.
