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PLANNING BOARD ACTIONS

Wednesday, November 18, 2009
This is a summary of the official decisions rendered by the Planning Board at its meeting on November 18, 2009
Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC, 8 Industrial Way:  Installation of wireless antennae on smokestack, Elizabeth Mason, Esq. of Anderson & Kreiger LLP.  Site plan was presented for installation of antennae on the smokestack at 131 feet. Mr. Aldous requested change in the grounding wire to #0.2 grounding wire instead of the proposed #2 AWG wire. Board requested information regarding FCC guidelines and radiofrequency health exposure. They also requested that a radiofrequency engineer be present for discussion.

· DECISION:  The Board continued this hearing to December 10, 2009 pending receipt of information requested.

144 River Street:  Scoping session regarding need for parking plan, Thomas W. Stanton, Esq., Jacqueline Stanton.  Applicant requests that the Board waive requirement for parking plan for building he is considering purchasing.  Current parking is for two cars only with no room for expansion. Applicant seeks to have six people working in building.  Board will not allow parking on River Street or Whiting Street Extension.  Applicant is advised to seek Zoning Board of Appeals ruling on modification of existing special permit. Applicant also reminded that they must provide handicapped parking space.

· DECISION:  The Board advised applicant to seek Zoning Board of Appeals modification of special permit to allow parking at 144 River Street, but will not allow parking on River Street or Whiting Street Extension.  Applicant advised to seek different location for business.

BOCH ICE CENTER, 1105/1107 EAST STREET:  Discussion the need for parking plan for fitness center, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq. Applicant requests agreement that parking plan does not need to be filed for fitness area used only by school/camp (not general public. Fitness area is to be used by hockey school only as follows:  First team leaves the ice, goes to fitness area for land training; second team enters the ice. When first team has completed work-out, second team goes to fitness area. This revolves until all teams have trained on ice and on land. Applicant states this is an accessory use, not a new business.  
· DECISION:  The Board continued this hearing to December 10, 2009, pending receipt of information regarding build-out of fitness center.
DEDHAM HEALTH AND ATHLETIC COMPLEX, 200 PROVIDENCE HIGHWAY:  Requesting agreement that elevator construction extending beyond footprint of building is de minimis change not requiring filing with Planning Board, Peter A. Zahka II, Esq.  Elevator will be built for inside MRI patient use only.  There will be no access from outside.  It will extend to an area that has no parking or aisle, just bushes. No parking spaces will be lost.

· DECISION:  Mr. Steeves made a motion that the de minimis change does not require filing with the Planning Board.  Mr. Aldous seconded the motion.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

221 MILTON STREET:  Parking Plan, James Susi, Engineer, United Consultants, Paul Cocci, Applicant and Trustee, Four Corners Realty Trust.  Applicant presented a proposed parking plan for site that will increase number of spaces to 55.  He has valid Stormwater Management permit per Don Yonika. He has fence on a wall that is on town property, which is an issue with Board of Selectmen.  The Board needs responses from departments prior to making decision. Size of parking spaces is also an issue, and waiver must be requested.  Mr. Cocci left the meeting before its conclusion.  The Board will wait to hear what he plans to do.

· DECISION:  The hearing ended abruptly with the departure of Mr. Cocci.  Mr. Bethoney advised Mr. Susi to discuss the situation with the applicant and inform the Board of his intensions.
LEGACY PLACE:  Discussion concerning change in configuration of guy-wire on Lenscrafter property, Bob Frazier, Legacy Place.  Applicant wishes to change the configuration of a guy-wire to a knob by the Lenscrafters building.

· DECISION:
The Board agreed to amendment of the guy-wire.

LEGACY PLACE:  Discussion concerning landscape island by Minuteman Press, Bob Frazier, Legacy Place.  Applicant wishes to change the type of trees to be planted on island near Minuteman Press.  Owner of the company is concerned that the trees will obscure his sign.  The Board suggested planting a smaller tree, and obtaining a recommendation from Tim Williams as to what one would be appropriate.
· DECISION:  The Board amended the agreement and advised the applicant to find a smaller tree to plant that would not obscure the signage at Minuteman Press.

LEGACY PLACE:  Discussion regarding fencing along Quabish Road, Bob Frazier, Legacy Place and Joseph Federico.  Applicant wishes to place a black screening fence along a concrete fence near Costco, which is different from the original design approved by the Planning Board.  Mr. Federico is owner of the property, and is in agreement with the plan.  The concrete blocks will be textured to make them more aesthetically pleasing. A land swap agreement between Mr. Federico and Legacy provided compensation in the form of a fence/wall on Quabish Road.  It will be black and measure six feet on one section and 4 feet on Enterprise Drive.  
· DECISION:  The Board accepted the proposal to add a fence to the top of the concrete with the provision that samples or pictures are presented to them to prove aesthetic improvement. Mr. Podolski made the motion and Mr. O’Brien seconded it.
OLD/NEW BUSINESS:

· HSL:  Mr. Cimeno would like a meeting to discuss HSL prior to issuance of final occupancy permit.  The Board agreed that this is necessary, and will issue a memorandum to the various departments involved to obtain their opinion prior to obtaining an outside consultant’s opinion on the level of compliance.
· FOOD PANTRY:  Mr. Bethoney announced that the Food Pantry has secured space at Dedham Plaza.  The Building Commissioner has requested Planning Board opinion regarding the need for a new parking plan due to the impact.  Mr. Bethoney asked the Board if it wanted to send a letter to Mr. Cimeno saying that no new parking plan is necessary.  The entire Board concurred.  A letter will be written stating that no action is necessary.
· CERTIFICATES OF ACTION FOR CLEAR WIRELESS AND METRO PCS:  The Certificates of Action were presented to the Board for signature.  Mr. Aldous asked that they specify the size of the grounding wire (.02).  The administrative assistant will add this to the certificates and present them back to the Board for signature at the next meeting.
